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ETSI TISPAN WG7 wants to inform OMA CBCS about the latest status of the work dealing with the prevention of unsolicited communication in the NGN.

At TISPAN #17 (23 & 24th April 2008) the WI07025 “Feasibility study on prevention of unsolicited communication in the NGN” was finalized and TB approved and will be published as TR 187 009 v2.0.0.

Short summary:

Within this study TISPAN WG7 clearly identified that there is a wide range of unsolicited communication scenarios and that this can become a sever threat for the success of the NGN. TISPAN WG7 identified the key areas and a technical solution to face this threat. There has currently been a proposal to work further on this issue and define the specific requirements and architectural enhancements for the TISPAN Rel.3 to prevent the occurrences of unsolicited communication. 

Proposal for OMA:

 TISPAN WG7 wants to inform OMA that a new work item on Prevention of Unsolicited Communication (PUC) in the NGN was approved and we will start specification work on this topic. TISPAN WG7 strives to avoid doing overlapping work with other standardization bodies and therefore invites OMA to investigate for a cooperation regarding their CBCS solution and TISPANs PUC to define a comprehensive solution to face this threat against the NGN. 

For this TISPAN WG7 propose to initiate some first exchange of referencing documents for information and to work together for a comprehensive specification of prevention of unsolicited communication in the NGN.
