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1 Reason for Change

It has always been difficult to distinguish between “OMA REST TS Common” and “OMA ParlayREST TS Common”. Now, when Network APIs are brought more closer together, this gets even more difficult.

Some OMA network APIs are based on ParlayREST, some are not. All should re-use the general definitions in “OMA REST TS Common”. Those that are Parlay X based in addition need the “OMA TS ParlayREST Common”. Now, when retiring the Parlay name, we wish not to include that name into TSs that may evolve further. Therefore, removing the name “Parlay” from “OMA TS ParlayREST Common” makes it even more difficult to distinguish between the two Common TSs. 

INP 30 has proposed to call them “General” vs. “Common” but that in fact does not alleviate the confusion.

Therefore, this CR proposes an alternative solution: to come full circle and merge the ParlayREST Common parts into an appendix of the OMA REST Common TS, clearly marking that these items apply to specs with a Parlay baseline but not to others.

All Draft TS editors pls note that all the “TS-renaming” CRs need to undergo editorial clean-up, removing the reference to “OMA-TS-REST-General” and updating all citations to point to OMA-TS-REST_Common.

R01 contains small editorial changes marked “mrbrenne”.
INP 111 is a new revision of document 73R01. It implements comments received during the Stockholm meeting:
· Nearly all ParlayREST data types are moved into the “Common datatypes” section to allow re-use by other OMA documents 
· The Charging section is moved to the end of the Data Items section, because it provides more explanation to the common type definition ChargingInformation

· Appendix C only keeps the Exception-related as Parlay X specific 

· Error handling in Notifications is moved to the general section on error handling (new section 7.3)

· Namespaces section is moved to the head of section 6.2 (common data types) 

· Error recovery during resource creation is moved to section 5.5 (new section 5.5.2)

· MIME serialization is moved to the general section (new section 5.7) and mentioning of the other alternative (related) is added in line with the WP changes. Mixed is not mentioned here (but in the WP) because the section in TS Common is about messages with root fields.
· CR OMA-ARC-2011-0088R01-CR_Error_Codes_TS_Common is applied to align with ParlayREST 2 TS Common

111R01 was edited online during the 24 March 2011 ARC call.

R01 was already agreed. R02 implements the agreed changes from documents OMA-ARC-2011-0156R01 and OMA-ARC-2011-0155R01. It also adds a missing reference. Attention is drawn to the fact that the version section in TS common and the way this has been created during republication is different from individual APIs, which means that INP 155R01 has been implemented with quite a few variations.
R03 addresses comments received by Email: addition of “resource creation” in section 4.1, removal of the mentioning of a security considerations section from Appendix C as there is no such section.
