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1 Overview

OMA-ARC would like to thank the GSMA Mobile IoT Device Management Group for the liaison statement outlining some areas of API specification
OMA-ARC have considered the areas outlined in the LS along with other areas.  Some of these pertain to the SCEF APIs, some to intermediary servers, and some to interactions with the devices themselves.  To this end, we have formulated a spreadsheet listed as an attachment, outlining the different treatments to be given to the areas outlined.
We feel that the LwM2M objects are largely fit for purpose.
There are several changes that can be made to existing specs.  Details are…

We recognise that 3GPP may in future undertake this API work.
2 Proposal

We identify that there may be issues with the handling of standards-related IPR across Standards Definition Organisations.  OMA’s specifications may need to be modified to extend their functionality in the areas suggested, and this may present a challenge in the area of IPR licensing if these modifications are made by an SDO that doesn’t have rights to create derivative works. 
OMA-ARC will confer with the OMA board in order to cause some discussions about the IPR issue.  This may possibly require liaison with 3GPP, especially given an understanding of 3GPP document SP-160952 (LS response to oneM2M regarding Northbound SCEF API standardisation). 

We hope the OMA board will work with 3GPP if needs be to come to a satisfactory conclusion.  
3 Requested Action(s)

We have no requested actions for GSMA, but we do recommend GSMA Mobile IoT Device Management Group keenly observe the development of these API and functions within the relevant SDO(s).
