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1 Overview

OMA ARC thanks GSMA - Mobile Alliance Against Child Sexual Abuse (MAACSA) for their liaison statement requesting a requirements review for the Categorization Based Content Screening (CBCS) enabler. OMA ARC has had the opportunity to review the incoming liaison statement at their July 8 conference call, and acknowledges that the use case of restricting mobile users’ access to child sexual abuse images is a valid use case for the CBCS enabler.
2 Proposal

The incoming liaison statement from GSMA – MAACSA has two proposals to OMA ARC:
1. Invite GSMA – MAACSA and OMA ARC to perform a joint requirements review of CBCS and the MAACSA workstream.

2. Invite an OMA/ARC CBCS representative to attend the July 28 MAACSA meeting for a presentation on the CBCS enabler.

Regarding point 1: OMA ARC has recently completed the technical work on all deliverables that make up the CBCS Enabler Release Package (ERP). Per OMA processes, the next step is to enter the Consistency Review. During this review, all deliverables including the Requirements Document (RD), Architecture Document (AD), the Technical Specification (TS), and all supporting collateral (e.g. XSD schema definitions and Enabler Test Requirements) will be reviewed for consistency, completeness, and technical correctness.
The Consistency Review for the Categorization Based Content Screening (CBCS) V1.0 Enabler Release takes place from July 8 – August 8. OMA Consistency Reviews are open to all OMA members. As an OMA Full Member, the GSM Association can participate by submitting review comments.
