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1 Overview

This liaison statement includes a reply to the incoming liaison: GSMA Rich Communications Ecosystem (RCE) RCELT06_012, dated 18th of June, 2011. 
This liaison statement also contains clarifying questions regarding some RCS API Requirements.
OMA ARC thanks GSMA RCE for their interest in our work and provides the following:
Proposal: 
GSMA Rich Communications Ecosystem (RCE) is kindly requested to note that: 

1. For any CRs against RESTful Network API for Chat the below information may be of interest: 
· At the Budapest meeting in June 2011, OMA ARC has decided on the design principles of the related APIs for Chat, Image Share, File Transfer and Video share. The decision has been documented in the following document:

· This design has been refined at the Munich meeting in July 2011. These refinements are reflected in the current revision of the Chat API as given above, and will soon also be consolidated into the API Drafts for Image Share, File Transfer, and Video Share. 2. for any new extensions to the current Rich Communications API requirements that can be covered under the scope of existing WIDs:

· Changes in the existing RESTful Network APIs require a CR (Change Request) to OMA existing specification

1. If agreed, such change will be incorporated in an existing API. Nevertheless you are kindly requested to note that the 2011-05-10 dateline for new requirements already passed
3. for any new extensions to the current Rich Communications API requirements that cannot be covered under the scope of existing WIDs:

· new OMA WID(s) may need to be created by OMA supporting companies. Each WID should have in scope a single API.

in the RCS API requirement UNI-NAB-002 which reads “The Network Address Book API SHALL support retrieving all information for a specified contact in the vCard format.”, the version of the vCard format has been omitted. OMA ARC kindly asks GSMA RCE for guidance on which vCard version(s) should be supported, based on your knowledge about the version used in existing or about-to-be-launched RCS deployments. Also, the requirements UNI-NAB-005 and UNI-NAB-006 ask for CREAT and UPDATE operations of a contact. Is it foreseen to use vCard in these operations as well?

OMA ARC has difficulties in understanding the VideoShare requirements and use cases in the RCS API requirements document. 

· The media path has been marked out of scope. This has probably been done for good reasons, because REST could only be used to download a media file, but not for more advanced real-time streaming scenarios. However, in order to properly design the signaling, assumptions need to be made which media protocols are foreseen to be supported in version 1. 

· Also, some more elaboration on the use cases would be appreciated. The current assumption is that a REST client would not use RTP but would upload video files for sharing, or download video files shared by others. This would keep media path and signaling path both in the domain of REST. Support for real-time media could come in a later revision of the API, if needed. Would such approach be in line with GSMA RCE’s expectations for the VideoShare API? 

2 Requested Action(s)
· The OMA ARC working group would like to ask GSMA to start exchanges on specific CR against requirements and/or technical specifications
· The OMA ARC working group would like to ask GSMA if new joint conference calls and/or joint workshops are envisioned so that any RESTful Network APIs clarifications may be brought in by OMA ARC to GSMA.
· The OMA ARC working group would like to ask GSMA RCE for guidance about the version(s) of the vCard format to be used in the RCS API.
· The OMA ARC working group would like to ask GSMA RCE for clarification about VideoShare requirements and use cases.
