For delivery the Service Guide is partitioned in fragments. One or more fragments are encapsulated in so called Service Guide Transport Entities. The Service Guide Transport Entities can either be delivered to the terminal by the broadcast channel or requested by the terminal and delivered over the interactivity channel.

5.3.1

Service Guide Encoding and Compression

The Service Guide Fragments encapsulated in a Service Guide Transport Entity SHALL be encoded for efficient access according to their data type. Service Guide Fragments of data type XML SHALL be encoded with MPEG-7 BiM [1]. Service Guide Fragments of types with no appropriate encoding MAY be compressed with GZIP.
