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1 Reason for Change

In this contribution, a new use case is proposed. The difference between this use case and the others available in RD is that: End-User could provide content to Service Provider and broadcast it. That means End-User could also be a Content Provider by means of  Interaction Channel, this will probably provide a new business model.

In this use case,  John is a Mobile Broadcast Service user,  he has lost something important (or he wants to find some people travelling to a new place together ,or he wants to share his daughter’s pictures with all people, etc)  , so he switches on the broadcast device, and submits the content that he wants to be broadcasted to the Broadcast Service Provider. The service provider checks the content for the legality and validity, and gives the result  of checking back. John modifies the content until satisfying the qualification. The content John provided then  is broadcasted and he may get the information he wants from other end users.
5.23.2 Actors
Network Operator 

Provides the network that carries the Mobile Broadcast Services and supports the bi-directional unicast bearer. 

John

A Broadcast End-User and provides the content he wants to broadcast.

Service Provider

Service Provider provides the Mobile Broadcast Services to mobile Terminal users. In the context of this use case, the Service Provider provides BCAST service for John.

End user

        The End User consumes the mobile broadcasting contents.
