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1 Reason for Contribution

There is continuing debate and considerable confusion within the BCAST group regarding the intended functionality, and need for as explicit Service Guide parameters, of the Distribution Window and Presentation Window.  This IC attempts to clarify the rationale and principles for common understanding, towards progressing the required changes in the BCAST Service Guide Technical Specification.

2 Summary of Contribution

A summary of the basic rationale and principles from a set of previous and related contributions from Qualcomm and other supporting companies are provided, for group consideration and acceptance.  These basic points should be agreed as prerequisite step to updating the SG TS in support of the Distribution Window and Presentation Window parameters.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Basic rationale and principles:

The rationale and principles provided via examples and proposed normative text in Docs 155, 156, 157, 195 and 273 are summarized as follows:

· The Distribution Window (DW) is intended for consumption by the terminal; it informs the terminal when the associated content is available for downloading.

· The Presentation Window (PW) is intended for consumption by the user; it informs the user when the associated content/program is available for viewing.

· DW should be decoupled from PW, as motivated by and explained in previous contributions (Docs 155, 156, 157, 195, 273, etc.) as well as recent BCAST email exploder and meeting discussion.
· Different business models should be supported by BCAST, specifically with regards to the application of the PW to non-real-time content:
· Purchasable media content which may be treated as objects, such as downloaded ring-tones, songs or movie clips.  For these types of stored content, an associated scheduled rendering time, or PW may or may not be applicable;
· Subscription (including free access) streaming content which may be temporarily-cached on the terminal for later viewing, i.e., “clipcasts”.  In this service model, the user doesn’t purchase individual clips (objects), but subscribes to a service that downloads clips which can then be viewed as if they were real-time content.  This model is a generalisation of familiar subscription services for viewing broadcast content in real time such as Pay TV. Therefore for scheduling purposes, the ability to view clipcasts is managed exactly as if these were real-time programs; i.e. the SG, via the PW parameter, is used to convey the time windows in which clips can be viewed.
· It should be possible to define multiple DWs for a content item: for example, delivery windows that take advantage of low rates / available bandwidth and others that provide immediacy (e.g. “Junk Stocks”).
· It should be possible to define multiple PWs for a content item: for example, multiple distribution times during the day of a real-time content item (“Star Trek Episode #1”)

· For real-time, streaming delivery, DW = PW.

Agree on the basic rationale and principles described above as initial step for moving forward re. the associated Service Guide implications.
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
