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1 Reason for Change

The genre element should be defined in more detailed level to maintain global end-to-end interoperability in OMA BCAST service.
While no true “industry standard” exists for defining all forms of moving image genres, the Library of Congress has developed a comprehensive Genre-form Guide within its Motion Picture/Broadcasting/Recorded Sound Division.  The Library of Congress regularly updates the database located at:
