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1 Reason for Change

This proposal is a follow-up CR to the Input Contribution presented at the Tokyo interim meeting in September. As discussed during the meeting, BCAST will only provide “informative” guidelines to the codecs related to BCAST services. In the original IC, CODECs from the BCAST supported underlying BDS’, i.e. 3GPP MBMS, 3GPP2 BCMCS and DVB CBMS were compared and presented for discussion. However at time of writing, 3GPP MBMS is the only system to actually have a publicly released specification whereas DVB CBMS has just finalized their phase 1 work and 3GPP2 BCMCS still work in progress.
