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1 Reason for Change

BCAST uses the ALC and FLUTE protocols for general file delivery (see OMA-TS-BCAST_Distribution- section 5.4). Discussion about the protocol for service guide delivery is ongoing. 

Proposal OMA-BCAST-2005-315R02- Use of ALC and FLUTE for service guide delivery proposes to restrict uses of the split TOI scheme as thus is not compatible with Flute implementations.
This CR clarifies compatibility and implementation‘s aspects 
1/ Split TOI does not contradict MBMS and FLUTE specification
When you use FLUTE, the FDT associates a filename to each TOI. Nothing specifies the way TOI are created. Nothing prevents from splitting the TOI into two parts as it is proposed by the Split TOI scheme. 
2/ Terminals that don’t support the Split TOI scheme - as this scheme is neither mandated in the server side nor in the terminal side – don’t have any problem when they receive a new Service Guide Delivery Unit. Each Service Guide Delivery Unit update means a new TOI:, terminals that do not supports Split TOI just receive a file with a new TOI - without knowing that it is split - and process it as usual thanks to the FDT. However, if a terminal supports the Split TOI scheme, it can detect the update more rapidly. Note that the split TOI scheme applies to SGDU updates as to any file updates involved into the ESG delivery (e.g. SGDD updates)  
Thank Frank for his good suggestion for this proposal. Based on Frank’s suggestion, R01 of this CR proposes the similar methods but with even less changes. 

In R01 the only change is to replace SHALL by SHOULD.

Signaling of SG fragment update for FLUTE sessions

While using FLUTE
, the filename associated with each Service Guide Delivery Unit into the  FDT SHOULD be set so that the terminals can use the FDT information to identify the transported Service Guide Delivery Unit, and its version.  [Details to be specified]

This mechanism allows the device to recognize updated SG fragments based on TOI. In case the meaning of TOI is signalled out-of-band, the receiver does not need to parse and process the FDT.
