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1 Reason for Change

During discussion of document OMA-BCAST-2005-0680R03 in Athens, it was signalled that SDP construction rules should be defined in the main Service Guide specification. This change request is an attempt to define common SDP parameters baselines for streamed media sessions as well as file delivery sessions over the broadcast channel. The objective is to clarify the situation as minimum sets of parameters are required in SessionDescription fragments for the two types of session.
Changes in R02 after discussion: removal of FEC parameters from broadcast file delivery session. FEC parameters are not mandatory for all BDSs and thus should not be in the main specification.

Change 2:  Proposed changes to SessionDescription for broadcast streamed media session
It is proposed to change section 5.2.2.5.1 of the Service Guide document as follow:
5.2.2.5.1 SessionDescription for broadcast streamed media session

The SessionDescription SHALL provide the following parameters:

· Destination IP address and port number for each media in the session

· The start time and end time of the session

· The transport protocol used

· Media types and media formats

· Data rates using SDP bandwidth modifiers

For the above paramteres, either SDP [RFC 2327] or MBMS user service description (MBMS-USD) [26.346], or [DVB JTC 188] section 5.2 SHALL be used to describe a broadcast streamed media session. An example is given here.
Each media line (m=) in the SDP indicates a payload type which is expressed using a MIME type. If the MIME type definition specifies mandatory parameters, these MUST be included in this string. Optional parameters containing information that can be used to determine as to whether the decoder installed in the terminal can decode the stream/content SHOULD be included in the string.
Change 3:  Proposed changes to SessionDescription for broadcast file delivery session
It is proposed to change section 5.2.2.5.2 of the Service Guide document as follow:
5.2.2.5.2 SessionDescription for broadcast file delivery session

The SessionDescription SHALL provide the following parameters:

· Sender IP address

· The number of channels in the session

· Destination IP address and port number for each  channel in the session per media
· The Transport Session Identifier of the session

· The file delivery protocol ID

· The start time and end time of the session

· Media types and media formats

· 
For the above parameters, either SDP [RFC 2327] or MBMS user service description (MBMS-USD) [26.346], or [DVB JTC 188] SHALL be used to describe a broadcast file delivery session. The format of SDP as specified by clause 7.3 of [3GPP MBMS] or section 6.1.13 of [DVB JTC 188] SHALL be used when SDP is used to describe a broadcast file delivery session, with the exception that the number of channel in the session can be one or more. [Note: Applicability of this description to ALC needs to be clarified]
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
