Dear DVB-CBMS colleagues,

the OMA BAC BCAST group thanks you for your latest liaison statement.

We appreciate your efforts in reviewing and considering our request for harmonization regarding the XML schemas for associated delivery procedures and reception reporting. While we regret the corrections to be incomplete on your side, we agree with you that using different namespaces for BCAST and CBMS schemas will avoid major problems. As for extensibility of XML schemas, we acknowledge the rules used in CBMS. We would welcome further harmonization with future releases of your specification.
We thank you for having reviewed the SRTP Roll-Over Counter solution adopted in OMA BCAST and described in draft-lehtovirta-srtp-rcc-01.txt. In your liaison statement, you expressed concerns about the stability of this solution in OMA BCAST with regard to our consistency review process. 

Although we cannot firmly confirm its stability, we would like to emphasize that the OMA BCAST working group will not introduce any new functionality during the consistency review process but only correct bugs and inconsisten​cies. Furthermore, adoption of the above-mentioned solution was coordinated with 3GPP and 3GPP2. We are therefore confident that it is not going to change unless a bug is discovered which would require a modification. Also, we are confident to gain harmonization with the specifications of the two other bodies.
We also appreciate your comprehensive response about your current situation with regard to referencing ISMACryp. We believe that having a similar reference to ISMACryp will help identifying common parts in our both specifications. May we ask for further update from DVB CBMS once a decision has been taken on that matter? This would be very helpful. 
Lastly, we thank you for keeping us informed with the current status of your specifications in the ETSI process. We take good note of your expected publication schedule.
