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1 Reason for Change

Section 5.4.1.2 enables fetch of Service Guide fragments so that terminal either specifies the related SGDD ID(s) or Fragment ID(s). The methods of requesting fragments that are associated with specific service / content type / genre, or, all fragments between specific <start time> and <end time> are missing. This CR introduces those missing methods.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  New text for section 5.4.1.2
…
In case the fragments are requested using the Global Service ID and timing parameters, the Global Service ID shall be signalled in a name-value pair using “GlobalServiceID” as name, the start time shall be signalled as an NTP timestamp in a name-value pair using “starttime” as name, and the duration shall be signalled using an integer number of seconds in a name-value pair, using “duration” as name. The “starttime” MAY be omitted: in this case the server assumes the current time as start time. The “GlobalServiceID” MAY be omitted: in this case the server assumes that terminal is requesting any fragments for the given period defined by “starttime” and “duration”. Given that the AlternativeAccessURL related to service is "http://server.bsda.org/sg" and the GlobalServiceID (as declared in the Service Fragment) is “TheBCASTChannel@bsda.org”, and the request shall deliver all ESG fragments for this service relevant for the next 2 hours (7200 seconds), the HTTP POST request sent to the BSDA in order to retrieve the fragments associated with the Service in question would be  "http://server.bsda.org/sg", containing a data block of the following structure:

“GlobalServiceID=TheBCASTChannel@bsda.org&duration=7200”.

The fragments MAY be requested that are associated with a specific content type, or, with a specific service type, or, with a specific genre. In this case the content type SHALL be signalled in a name-value pair using “ContentType” as name. Respectively, the service type SHALL be signalled in a name-value pair using  “ServiceType”  as name. Further, the genre SHALL be signalled in a name-value pair using  “Genre”  as name. The request MAY contain “ServiceType”, “ContentType”, or “Genre”, or any combination of those. Given that the AlternativeAccessURL related to service is "http://server.bsda.org/sg" and the terminal requests fragments associated with service type is “1” (Basic TV, as declared in the Service Fragment), associated with content type “multipart”, and associated with genre “news”, the HTTP POST request sent to the BSDA in order to retrieve the fragments associated with the Service in question would be  "http://server.bsda.org/sg", containing a data block of the following structure:

“ServiceType=1&ContentType=multipart”&Genre=news”.
In all of the above cases, the response to the request SHALL be an HTTP response that delivers the requested Service Guide fragments in a SGDU, that is, the Content-Type field of the HTTP response SHALL be set to "application/bcast-sgdu".
