6 Detailed Change Proposal
Key Validity Data check: The Key Validity Data check verifies that the SEK/PEK key is still valid. This procedure uses the Key Validity Data field in the KEMAC payload of the LTKM. For MBMS key management the Key Validity Data is defined as an interval of sequence number (i.e. lower limit of MTK ID and upper limit of MTK ID). For BCAST key management (LTKM with a security-policy-extension in the OMA BCAST EXT payload), the Key Validity Data is defined as an interval of STKM timestamps (i.e. Lower limit of Timestamp (“TS low”) and Upper limit of Timestamp (“TS high”). A failure occurs when the timestamp in the STKM received is higher than the TS high and lower than the TS low.
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
