The actual price paid by the user for a purchase may not be known in advance, for example due to special offers or other dynamic pricing calculation. However there is no way for the user to know how much he/she was charged for a purchase after the purchase is done.

Proposed Change :

Add a new optional top-level element “Price” of type “double” with string attribute “currency” to the service response message.
