This section mentions the filtering of delivered files based on the <TargetUserProfile> as defined in the Service Guide. However, how this is implemented in File Delivery is not specified - this would require an update of the FLUTE FDT schema for BCAST.

Furthermore, enabling filtering at transport level introduces a layer violation, while content can still be filtered based on the <TargetUserProfile> element e.g. in the Content fragment.
