7.4.3 Poll-based delivery of notifications over Interaction Channel

The NTC in Terminal with Interaction Channel capability SHALL support polling of notification delivery over Interaction Channel as follows:

· NTC sends HTTP Request to the pollURL associated with NTDA that is provided in SGDD or Access fragment within the NotificationReception element.

· Response to the HTTP Request SHALL be Notification Message encapsulated in HTTP message. Content-Type of the HTTP message SHALL be set to “application/vnd.oma.bcast.notification+xml".
The terminal SHOULD support polling of any available notifications, or for specific notifications.
When terminal polls for any available notifications,  the ‘message-body’ of HTTP/1.1 request message SHALL contain no data.
When terminal polls for specific notifications, the ‘message-body’ of HTTP/1.1 request message SHALL contain name-value pairs, using <key> as the key representing the criteria and the <value> as the value from the domain of the criteria. These name-value pairs SHALL be delimited by a ‘&’. Furthermore, terminal SHALL support the following assignments for the <key> and <value> fields:
