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1 Introduction
The Open Mobile Alliance Broadcast working group (OMA BCAST) is finishing consistency review of BCAST 1.0 in April and wishes to check the status of the Secure Authenticated Channel (SAC) specification that ETSI SCP is working on. This is particularly important as implementations will follow, leading to interoperability tests, requiring stable external specifications.
2 Proposal

OMA BCAST wants to highlight once again the importance of the Secure Authenticated Channel for its Service and Content protection specification and the urgency of the availability of the ETSI-SCP specification, as the OMA BCAST 1.0 specifications freeze is planned for March 2007, and final approval for April 2007. Thus, a fast response would be highly appreciated.
BCAST kindly asks ETSI-SCP to provide a snapshot of the specification or draft specification of ETSI TS 102.484 and keep us informed on the progress of the specification. In particular, when will it be stable / published?
Since BCAST is very close to finalisation of the specification, a response at your earliest convenience would be appreciated.

· Provide a snapshot of the technical specification ETSI TS 102.484

· Provide us with a finalisation date for the specification

·  Keep us informed on progress towards finalising the specification, with specification snapshot updates where appropriate
