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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is to presents two maintenance items for which Motorola would like to gather BCAST opinion.
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution deals with:
· Inlined strings which could cause XML parsing errors of an SG instance.

· Usage of the AccesType.BroadcastServiceDelivery.BDSType.Version element in the Access fragment.

3 Detailed Proposal

Item #1: inlined strings which can cause XML parsing errors
Some of the parameter of type “string” that one can find in a BCAST SG XML instance could be interpreted as XML by the parser, while they are not, thus causing a parsing error. Typical such parameters are inlined SDP in the Access fragment, inlined SMIL in the PreviewData fragment, or the <Text> element in the PreviewData fragment (which is made of HTML). In order to avoid such parsing error, it is necessary to embed these elements in CDATA sections so that the XML parser can safely parse them.
There are two ways to enfore this:

1/ Go through the complete SG TS and, in the description of each problematic parameter and mandate that it be embeded in a CDATA section.

2/ Introduce a new section in the SG TS dealing with the use of CDATA sections. Parameters subject to mandatory usage of CDATA sections would be listed there. In addition, we could also provide recommendation to use CDATA sections for other parameters which would likely need it (e.g. <ParentalRating> depending on the rating scheme).
So far we have identified the following parameters:

· <SMIL> element in the PreviewData fragment

· <Text> element in the PreviewData fragment

· <SDP> elements in the Access fragment

Item #2: AccesType.BroadcastServiceDelivery.BDSType.Version element in the Access fragment
We fail to understand the usage of this element. If this element is informative then it has nothing to do in the Access fragment. If the intended usage is to hint the terminal in e.g. some expected behaviour or available capabilities, then there are a two issues:
· Those hints are not defined. Said otherwise implementations do not know what is expected of them when a <Version> is given.

· There is no normative list of values, making successful interpretation of the <Version> element quite random.

Having considered these various aspects of the <Version> element, Motorola proposes that it be removed.
