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1 Reason for Change

According to SvcCntProtection Specification, Smartcard Profile Service Provisioning and/or Registration message(s) between BSM and terminal should follow HTTP DIGEST authentication procedure defined in section 6.3.2.1A of [3GPP TS 33.246 v7]. During the procedure, BSM shall ensure that a valid SRK is used for in the HTTP DIGEST authentication. NAF_ID is a key parameter to calculate SRK in terminal, but how to get it is not specified.

This section shows the Smartcard Service Provisioning Messages. Those messages support the Service Provisioning function of BCAST Terminals with Smartcard Profile capability. Some of messages below are identical to those of General Service Provisioning Message.
Smartcard Profile Service Provisioning and/or Registration message(s) between BSM and terminal should follow HTTP DIGEST authentication procedure defined in section 6.3.2.1A of [3GPP TS 33.246 v7]. During the procedure, BSM shall ensure that a valid SRK is used for in the HTTP DIGEST authentication. 

NAF_ID used to compute SRK is constructed as follows: NAF_Id = FQDN of the NAF || Ua security protocol identifier. The FQDN part is derived from PermissionIssueUrl of Access Fragment in Service Guide. Ua security protocol identifier is ( 0x01,0x00,0x00, 0x00,0x01 ) according to TS 33.246. Then terminal SHALL combine these two parts together as a complete NAF_ID when computing SRK.
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
