For ‘InteractivityData’ fragment TS SG states in section 5.1.2.10 the following:

When the terminal requests InteractivityMediaDocuments from the network, the terminal SHALL use HTTP POST with the following syntax : “POST <interactivityMediaURL> HTTP/1.1\r\n<InteractivityMediaDocumentRequest>” where <interactivityMediaURL> denotes the destination for the HTTP requests as signaled in the ‘interactivityMediaURL’ attribute of the ‘InteractivityData’ fragment representing the interactivity in question, see section 5.1.2.10 of [BCAST10-SG].. Both the HTTP POST request and the corresponding HTTP response MAY also contain the following HTTP header fields:

· ‘Content-Length’,

· ‘Content-Type’ which if used SHALL be set to “text/xml” and

· ‘Host’ in case the ‘Request-URI’ is not in the absolute form specified in [RFC 2616].

This CR proposes to fix the bug by following the convention as specified in TS SG as it caters also the case where several InteractivityMediaDocuments can be delivered in one response.

InteractivityMediaDocument request messages

When the terminal requests InteractivityMediaDocuments from the network, the terminal SHALL use HTTP POST 
with the following syntax : “POST <interactivityMediaURL> HTTP/1.1\r\n<InteractivityMediaDocumentRequest>” where <interactivityMediaURL> denotes the destination for the HTTP requests as signaled in the ‘interactivityMediaURL’ attribute of the ‘InteractivityData’ fragment representing the interactivity in question, see section 5.1.2.10 of [BCAST10-SG]. Both the HTTP POST request and the corresponding HTTP response SHALL also contain the following HTTP header fields:

· ‘Content-Length’,

· for request message: ‘Content-Type’ which  SHALL be set to “text/xml”,

· for response message: ‘Content-Type’ which SHALL be set to “multipart/mixed” and

· ‘Host’ in case the ‘Request-URI’ is not in the absolute form specified in [RFC 2616].

The XML structure in Table 23 defines the syntax for the ‘InteractivityMediaDocumentRequest’ placed into the payload of the HTTP POST request.
The HTTP response of the HTTP POST request response message SHALL be of type “multipart/mixed”. The first part of the response message SHALL contain the XML structure for the ‘InteractiveMediaDocumentResponse’ as defined in Table 24. Consequently, the ‘Content-Type’ for the first part of the response SHALL be set to “text/xml”. The other parts of the response message MAY contain files associated with the 'InteractivityMediaDocuments' contained in the first part. In that case, each of the contained files SHALL be encapsulated as its own part of the “multipart/mixed” and the ‘Content-Type’ for such part SHALL be set according to the type of file contained. In case the response message does not contain all the files associated with the 'InteractivityMediaDocuments' contained in the response message, the terminal MAY use HTTP GET to retrieve these missing files
