Change 1:  New section in TS Services
5.X
Audience Measurement
The BCAST Enabler enables audience measurement through a framework of reporting messages. The specification for this does not define which parameters are measured or reported - it rather specifies the format of messages and message transports to be supported. Terminal that supports Interactive Channel SHALL supports provisions of this section.
The terminal SHALL report audience measurement only if Management Object “<X>/AudienceMeasurementEnabled” (see Appendix F.3.Y) is assigned with value “true”. When the terminal reports audience measurement: 
· The terminal SHALL originate measurement message. 

· The both HTTP POST and HTTPS POST SHALL be supported for methods to submit measurement message.  HTTPS SHALL be based on SSL 3.0 [SSL30] and TLS 1.0 [RFC 2246].
· The “Content-Type” of the measurement message SHALL be set to “text/xml”.

· The payload of the HTTP POST / HTTPS POST message SHALL contain XML instance containing structure”AudienceMeasurement” that conforms to the schema of section 5.Z.1.
The following operational aspects are out of scope:

· Definition of measurement intervals
· Measurement triggers

· Parameters to be measured
· Decision whether the terminal sends audience measurement messages in real-time or aggregates several measurements to larger sets is operational decision (both approaches are supported).

· Any other operational aspects of measurement are deployment specific.
