Liaison Statement

Dear OMA colleagues,

We thank you for your liaison statement of November the 14th.

In this liaison, the DVB-CBMS group discusses:

· DVB-H time slicing issue

· announcement of the OMA observer in the upcoming DVB-CBMS meeting 
DVB-H Time slicing issue

DVB-CBMS did not have time to analyse the question of whether ssystem performance is affected by the parameters below the IP layer (e.g., time-slicing) in its November meeting. However, DVB-CBMS will certainly look at the issue in the future meetings and will provide additional details in a future LS.

Guidance on IPDC over DVB-H specification referencing

DVB-CBMS welcomes the OMA-BCAST initiative to revitalize the OMA observer role in DVB-CBMS meetings.
DVB-CBMS could not accept the proposal yet for the meeting that took place on Nov 26-29, as the liaison arrived at the end of the last day of meetings.

DVB-CBMS would like to recommend not designating an individual with a particular role in CBMS operations such as chairman, vice-chairman or sub-grouping coordinator. Understanding that few companies volunteered to support the observer role, DVB-CBMS would suggest that volunteering companies collectively assume the role, hence relaxing constraint on who should specifically handle the role. This would further enable reporting on activities running in parallel during DVB-CBMS meetings.

Similarly, we would like to solicit OMA BCAST to accept DVB-CBMS observers in your meetings; this would be a way to foster cooperation between our two groups for future releases of specifications. Motorola, Nokia, NSN, and Samsung have volunteered to take the role of DVB-CBMS observer in the OMA BCAST meetings.
