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1 Reason for Change

In the current services spec the Management object tree is specified in appendix F2. The BSMFiltercodes have 2 leaf nodes, called "value" and "type".  The service guide specification also lists the BSMFilterCodes in the Service Guide Delivery Descriptor. In this case it is possible to specify for instance the Mobile Network Code with its value. "Type" only specifies whether it is a smartcard code or non-smartcard code. The Value leaf node is not enough to specify both the class "Mobile Network Code" and its value. Therefore, we propose to align the MO tree with the current status of the service guide specification.

R01 changes the way this alignment is done, after discussions in Beijing. It is now stated that the “Value” node shall carry the same XML structure as the BSMFilterCode defined in TS ServiceGuide. Also, it has been pointed out that the MO node named “BSMFilterCode” in fact represents a “BSMSelector”. Thus, this element is renamed. Further, the “Type” leaf node is no longer needed; it is proposed to remove it. Finally, some editorial clean-up is proposed.
