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1 Reason for Change

For external resources that are referenced by SG fragments, it is required that updates of the respective resources can be signaled to the terminal, such as to trigger the terminal to re-fetch that information over the interaction channel. However, how to signal such updates is not clearly specified.
For example, it is not clearly specified how a terminal can be triggered to re-fetch Session Description information that is referenced via a ‘uri’ attribute under the ‘SessionDescription’ element in the ‘Access’ fragment.
It is proposed to add clarifying text in order to avoid interoperability problems.
R01: According to discussions in Paris, updates to external resources are signaled by updating the URI that represents the reference to the external resource. A new sub-section is introduced to specify such behavior.
R02:
· Instead of adding a new subsection, a clarification is added to section 5.4.3.5 that external resources are not meant to be static information and how updates of external resources can be detected or signaled.
· Added co-signers.

5.4.3.5 Retrieving files referenced within Service Guide

When using the Interaction Channel for retrieving files referenced within Service Guide by URLs, the terminal and network SHALL comply with the following rules:

· The terminal SHALL support HTTP protocol for retrieving files referenced within Service Guide

· The terminal SHALL originate requests. The network SHALL respond to requests.

· The request SHALL be made using ‘GET’ method of HTTP/1.1

· The ‘Request-URI’ of HTTP GET SHALL be assigned with the URI to be retrieved.

· Files referenced within the Service Guide are external resources that might not have static content during the lifetime of the fragments that refer to those files. The terminal MAY cache such files. The terminal can detect updates of a cached file when re-issuing the corresponding HTTP request. Network and terminal MAY use HTTP/1.1 cache-control mechanisms to optimize update management. The network MAY signal updates to a file by updating the referencing URI.
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
