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1 Reason for Contribution

This Input Contribution summarizes the agreement within BCAST on the intended scope of BCAST 1.0 adaptation to Forward Link Only (“FLO”) IP service delivery mode, as BCAST 1.1 technical specification to be produced.
2 Summary of Contribution

During the 28 May BCAST teleconference, the Chair asked Qualcomm to provide a brief contribution to summarize the scope of the FLO IP adaptation work item for BCAST 1.1, based on apparent agreement reached among several companies over BCAST email discussions.  Together with previous proponents of that work item, and new supporters, this INP fulfils that request.
R01 incorporates agreed rewording proposed by NSN during the R&A.
3 Detailed Proposal
The FLO IP adaptation spec will:

· Pertain purely to the IP-based distribution mode of FLO.

· Adapt all the main BCAST functionalities to FLO IP mode (stream and file distribution, Service Guide, Service and Content Protection, and Services) in the same way as all existing BDS adaptation specifications.

· Define the generic adaptation mode based on [TIA-1099], [TIA-1120] and [TIA-1130].  Applicability of defining the full-IP BDS specific adaptation mode will be determined at a later stage.  This will depend on future availability, during the BCAST 1.1 timeframe, of any relevant TIA standard(s) pertaining to FLO service layer functionality with a binding to the IP-based delivery mode of FLO.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
