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1 Overview

This liaison statement is sent to DVB-CBMS in reply to the recent LS received from DVB-CBMS on 12 Nov 2005.

The LS covers the following points

· Harmonization of our specifications

· Our request for advice on the co-existence of the OMA BCAST service guide and the DVB IPDC service guide in the same DVB-H multiplex

· Your request for clarification on the scope of the Adaptation Specifications

· Announcement of the OMA observer in the upcoming DVB-CBMS meetings

2 Proposal

Dear DVB-CBMS colleagues,

the OMA BAC BCAST group thanks you for your latest liaison statement.

OMA BAC BCAST welcomes that you have made a comparison of our two specifications with respect to possible harmonization work, and we are looking forward to receive the announced comparison slide set. 

You explicitly point out that the ESG bootstrapping information should contain data which allow the terminal to identify which service guide is used. We have made a proposal for such an element in our “Broadcast Distribution System Adaptation – IPDC over DVB-H” document, section 6.2.5.1. The normative text can be found on the last page of this LS. This proposal allows an OMA BCAST compliant terminal to distinguish between a DVB IPDC and an OMA BCAST Service Guide. To harmonize, it should also be possible for a DVB IPDC compliant terminal to do the same, and we kindly ask you to review our proposal with respect to that and to provide feedback. 

You ask for clarification on the scope of the adaptation specifications. The main purpose of the adaptation specification is to ensure the interoperability between OMA BCAST client and server over the specific BDS not enforced by the main specification.  A BCAST Adaptation Specification contains a normative part and an informative part. The normative part defines certain adaptations to the BCAST Enabler main specification, in order to adapt it to transmission over a specific Broadcast Distribution System (BDS) and to re-use the functionality provided by the BDS. The adaptation specification narrows down the scope of the main specification by profiling it (i.e. it defines features from the main specification which are not supported if the specific BDS is used on one hand and makes optional features from the main specification mandatory on the other hand). Furthermore, mappings may be defined between features of the BCAST main specification and the corresponding BDS features. Last but not least, restrictions on underlying BDS options when used in conjunction with the BCAST Enabler are specified. No new functionality is defined in an adaptation specification. The informative part provides a walkthrough explaining how key functionality of OMA BCAST can be implemented for the BDS in question. 

At this meeting, a number of contributions have been agreed against the skeleton of the adaptation specification document entitled “Broadcast Distribution System Adaptation – IPDC over DVB-H”. It can be expected that after the necessary editing work this document will appear on the OMA portal within a few days time. We would like to re-emphasize that this document can change without notice, and invite you to download the latest version from http://member.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/BAC/BCAST/Permanent_documents/.

We would like to inform you that for your upcoming meetings, the following companies have volunteered to take the role of the OMA observer: Motorola for the Geneva (January 23-25) meeting, Siemens for the Munich (March 1-3) meeting. Furthermore, we look forward to you providing clarification on the qualification requirements for the observer role.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA BCAST kindly asks DVB CBMS to review our proposal for the co-existence of OMA BCAST and IPDC over DVB-H Service Guides in the same channel and to provide feedback. 

4 Conclusion

OMA BCAST thanks DVB for your recent liaison statement. We appreciate that you are evaluating possibilities for harmonization between our two specifications, and are looking forward to continued information exchange and collaboration.

Please find below the agreed text to be put into the section on Service Guide Discovery in the IPDC over DVB-H adaptation specification.

6.2.5 Service Guide Discovery

It is assumed that the network provides PSI/SI information as specified in [DVB JTC 186]. The terminal MAY use PSI/SI information to find out if there is an ESG bootstrap session on an IP Platform. It is assumed that there is an ESG bootstrap session where Service Guides are described with ESGProviderDescriptors, as specified in section 9 of [DVB JCT 187]. This also applies to describing OMA BCAST Service Guides.

The ESG bootstrap session is a FLUTE session as specified in [DVB JTC 187]. The ESG bootstrap session MAY contain description for OMA BCAST compliant SG. There MAY be more than one OMA BCAST compliant Service Guide on a DVB IP Platform.

It is assumed that the terminal is able to receive the ESG bootstrap session and process the contents: ESGProviderDescriptors and ESGAccessDescriptors with additions and changes described in this document.

In case there is no ESG bootstrap session, the existence of an OMA BCAST compliant Service Guide MAY be signalled otherwise.

6.2.5.1 Bootstrap descriptors

6.2.5.1.1 ESGProviderDescriptor

[Note: BCAST will ask DVB-CBMS feedback on this mechanism and point out that harmonization may be required.]
The ESGProviderDescriptor according to BCAST SG SHALL have element <ESGSpecification href=”urn:oma:bcast: sg:2005”/>. The terminal SHALL consider ESGProviderDescriptors without this element being not compliant with OMA BCAST.  

The schema below extends the schema defined in [DVB JTC 187] with the possibility to give URN for the ESG specification that the described ESG is compliant with.

6.2.5.1.2 ESGAccessDescriptor

The access descriptor gives the access information to the ESG as specified in section 9 of [DVB JTC 187]. 

The session accessible with ESGAccessDescriptor SHALL be an Announcement Caraousel as described in [TS SG].
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
