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1 Overview

This liaison statement is sent to DVB-CBMS to ask for your experience and advice on normative references to the IP Datacast over DVB-H specifications and for information on how the SRTP RCC transform is signalled in your specification.
2 Proposal

Dear DVB-CBMS colleagues,

With this liaison statement, we would like to bring two questions to your attention:

· We ask whether the DVB-CBMS group has advices or guidance on how to reference the IP Datacast over DVB-H set of specifications.

· We ask for information on how the SRTP RCC transform is signalled in your specification, in particular the “R” value.
· We announce the OMA observer for your upcoming meeting. 
I) Referencing of the IP Datacast over DVB-H set of specifications

The OMA BAC BCAST group understands that there are two ways of referencing ETSI specifications:

1) Specific reference. Here, the version number of the specification is included in the reference, meaning that subsequent revisions of the referenced specification do not apply.

2) Non-specific reference. Here, the version number of the specification is not included in the reference, meaning that always the latest revision applies.

It is our understanding that the first type of references may require specification maintenance on our side when the version numbers of the referenced specifications are changed. The second type would assume the new revisions of the referenced specification to be always backwards-compatible in the BCAST context.

OMA BAC BCAST kindly asks what experience and advice the DVB-CBMS group may have on normatively referencing the IPDC over DVB-H specifications, particularly when the above mentioned two types are concerned. Furthermore, it would be interesting for us to understand what practices or rules are used in DVB w.r.t. referencing DVB or non-DVB specifications in DVB specifications. 
II) Signalling of the SRTP RCC transform in the IPDC over DVB-H specification

It is our understanding that the changes you agreed to implement in your specification related to the Roll-over Counter in SRTP are not yet reflected in the set of IPDC over DVB-H specification documents which are publicly available from www.dvb-h.org. In order to guaranty harmonized signalling of the SRTP RCC transform in our two specifications, we would appreciate if you could provide us with the way this signalling is performed in IPDC over DVB-H, in particular concerning the ROC transmission rate parameter “R”. 

III) OMA observer 

Please allow us to take this opportunity to announce that Samsung has volunteered to take the OMA observer role at your upcoming meeting from October 10 to 13 in Seoul. 
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA BAC BCAST requests your experience and advice on normatively referencing the IPDC over DVB-H specifications. Furthermore, it would be interesting for us to know what is the default practice in DVB w.r.t. refer​encing to other specifications. 
Additionally, OMA BAC BCAST requests information on how the SRTP RCC transform is signalled in the IPDC over DVB-H specification.
The next BCAST meeting is starting on Oct 16, and we would appreciate if you could kindly provide the requested information until that date.
