2 Proposal

Dear DVB-CBMS colleagues,

we thank you for your liaison statement of 15 October 2007 in which you answer our request w.r.t. differences in the use of the ICRAParentalRatingCS, inform us about the status of your work, request information about the current status of the OMA BCAST enabler and ask about future areas for cooperation.

The BCAST 1.0 enabler has entered the IOP testing and maintenance phase. The OMA Testfest end of September in Düsseldorf has been the first IOP test event organized by OMA that has included the BCAST Enabler. The first IOP tests have shown promising results. 

During specification maintenance, bug fixes will be applied to the specification, and the enabler will be re-published from time to time under http://www.openmobilealliance.org/release_program/bcast_v1_0.html. The latest version of the BCAST Technical Specifications can always be found under http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/BCAST/Permanent_documents/.
OMA BCAST 1.0 has been designed as a bearer-agnostic service enabler for mobile broadcast services above IP. We would like to get guidance if it is necessary in case of the DVB-H bearer to take system configuration parameters below the IP layer (e.g. time slicing) into account regarding system performance at application layer. One example case would be a multimedia streaming service consisting of one or more RTP sessions, along with one or more FLUTE sessions that are used to deliver supplemental files to the streamed service. This case is typical of service-related interactivity. OMA BCAST kindly asks DVB-CBMS for advice if there is a specification by DVB that describes such considerations for DVB-H, and that can be referenced by BCAST, if needed. 
The OMA BCAST Working Group will be starting the work on the next minor release of the OMA BCAST specification soon. We believe that during this upcoming work there may be opportunities for continuing our collaboration.

Further, OMA BCAST would like to re-instantiate the observer process between our two organizations. The companies Samsung, Nokia and Nokia Siemens Networks have volunteered to take the role of the OMA observer at DVB-CBMS meetings in an alternating manner. For the upcoming DVB-CBMS meeting from Nov 26-29 in Berlin, we would like to announce Nokia Siemens Networks as the OMA observer, represented by Olaf Renner. 

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA BCAST kindly asks DVB 
· to advise BCAST regarding our question w.r.t. DVB-H time slicing configuration.
· to take notice of our announcement of the OMA observer in the upcoming DVB-CBMS meeting.
