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1 Overview

OMA BCAST has defined in BCAST1.1, a Smartcard-centric solution for Audience Measurement for which some commands are sent using SMS messages, or using HTTP protocol or over a broadcast bearer. This Smartcard-centric Audience Measurement function is used in combination with Smartcard profile key management system either under the (U)SIM/CSIM applications or under the BSIM application specifically defined for BCAST. This Audience Measurement function could be considered then as a second level application in the Smartcard.
In order to address this Audience Measurement function with the SMS message, a TAR value should be defined for this second level application. 
2 Proposal

As the Audience Measurement function can be used either when the USIM or CSIM or BSIM applications are selected, we assume that this Audience Measurement function could be considered then as a generic second level application in the Smartcard, independent of the first level application issuer.

As defined in the ETSI TS 101.220 in the section describing the “Toolkit Application Reference (TAR)”, the TAR value for generic second level application independent of the first level application issuer shall be defined in the range 'B0 00 00' to 'BF FF FF' and allocated by ETSI Technical Body responsible for the TS 101.220. 
OMA BCAST proposes that ETSI SCP TEC consider the assignment of a TAR value for this OMA BCAST Smartcard-Centric Audience Measurement function and confirm to OMA BCAST that this allocation should be done by ETSI SCP. If ETSI SCP is the relevant body for this allocation, OMA BCAST proposes that ETSI SCP TEC chooses a value and communicates to OMA BCAST the chosen value.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA BCAST kindly asks ETSI SCP TEC to:
1. Confirm to OMA BCAST that this value should be allocated by ETSI SCP

2. Consider the assignment of a TAR value for OMA BCAST Smartcard-Centric Audience Measurement function

3. Communicate to OMA BCAST the chosen TAR value for “OMA BCAST Smartcard-Centric Audience Measurement” 

As OMA BCAST is finalizing the BCAST1.1 specifications, OMA BCAST would appreciate that ETSI SCP allocates this TAR value at the earliest occasion.
