7.2.2  Client Awareness in OMA and W3C
The concept of Client Awareness is covered in OMA and W3C. Architecture varies depending on network intermediary, from service client directly interacting with service backend, to interfaces offered in network intermediary service to clients and other services. Implementation varies between device API (API exposing device functionality to client applications) and network API (API exposing network service and billing functionality to client applications and other network services).
OMA Device Profile Evolution (DPE) enabler is intended to provide a standardized solution to access information on the static and dynamic device capabilities. DPE architecture follows client-server model, to existing OMA architecture adds DPE Server and DPE client, and has RESTful Network API.

World Wide Web Consortium (W3C) Device API (DAP) is device API to access static and dynamic device capabilities or other information available, which have been discovered prior to be used, on the device: address book contacts, vibration, battery status, camera/microphone media capture, network information (device connection info).
