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1 Reason for Contribution

DCD Distribution / Adaptation:

“The DCD Distribution / Adaptation is a set of functions that distributes DCD Content and DCD Content Notifications to the DCD Client.
DCD Subscription Administration:

“The DCD Subscription Administration is a set of functions for administration of the DCD enabler (including DCD channels). These functions may interact with an external subscription service.“
DCD User:

“A DCD User is a person that consumes a DCD service executing on a DCD Client device.”
