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2 Reason for Contribution

Push enabler leverages UAProf information to optimize push. There is consensus within the Push group to extend such information to improve Push-related knowledge of the device when pushing. This contribution proposes an extension to the current UAProf information to optimize Push. 
R01: This update reflects the splitting of the original contribution into 3 different contributions. Additionally, it reflects comments received from the BAC-CD and BAC-UAProf group on suggesting list of values for Push bearers. Note that this contribution explicitly does not address SIP Push enabler, as such enabler’s requirements are expected to be solved by another contribution.
3 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes an extension to the User Agent Profile v2.0 [UAProf] for Push enablers. Such extension is based on the discussion held in Osaka during BAC-Push/UAProf joint meeting where BAC-Push group (now BAC-CD) identified the need to add new information to UAProf in order to optimize Push enabler. UAProf group suggested BAC-Push group to create and propose extensions as needed.

Main requirements from the BAC-Push group are:

· [REQ1] ability of representing the type of bearer supported for Push

· [REQ2] ability to represent characteristics on a per-application/per-bearer basis

· [REQ3] ability to identify the version of Push enabler supported

The contribution proposes an extension of the existing PushCharacteristics component to meet these requirements to be submitted to the UAProf vocab Management Tool (UVMT).
