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1 Reason for Change

There is no detailed explanation of version handling in the AD. So we propose subsidiary function of version handling.

1. Consideration of the subsidiary function of version handling in DCD Client. 

To handle version of DCD-enabled client application in DCD Client, DCD Client should have capabilities to notify to user and install new binary including plug-In.
2. Consideration of the subsidiary function of version handling in DCD Server.
To handle versions in DCD Server, DCD Server should have to notify to DCD Client and new versioned DCD-Enabled Client Application storage and delivery
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Maybe, CPDE should be adaptable for this functionalities, not only contents but also DCD-enabled client application.

· Alignment  of subscription information between DCD Client and DCD Server 
· Activation/De-activation of clients
· Application version handling
