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1 Reason for Contribution

The purpose of this contribution is to inform BAC-CD (Push) WG the activities in PAG with respect to SIP Push Client Capabilities.  The detail proposal was submitted to PAG WG and seeking their approval of the registration device-profile for SIP Push.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes the addition of the <device-profile> element as an extension to the <device> element within Presence information. This element will carry a link to the UAProf description of the device publishing Presence information. It is expected that this information be used by a graphical user interface to represent the device of the presentity, or to retrieve major information about the characteristics of the presentity’s device.

1. Presence Information Element
· Name: Device Profile
· Description

An OMA device is described through a UAProf descriptor according to [UAPROF].

The “Device Profile” building block provides a publicly accessible link to the UAProf descriptor of the device. This link can be used to identify the device of the presentity and the information contained in such descriptor can be used to retrieve major information about the characteristics of the presentity’s device. 
· Mapping to presence data model

The “Device Profile” is part of the “device” component according to the presence data model.
· Mapping to PIDF

The “Device Profile” building block SHALL be mapped to PIDF as following: <device>(<device-profile>
· Watcher Processing

Watcher Processing SHALL be performed as described in [PRESTS] section 5.2.3.
· Limitations

XML schema definition

· Definition of the <device-profile> element
The <device-profile> element is an extension to PIDF that is used to describe the “Device Profile” building block. The <device profile> element SHALL be used as a child element of the <device> element as defined in [RFC4479]. 
The <device-profile> element SHALL contain a value, which is a publicly accessible HTTP URI [RFC2616] that refers to the UAProf description of the device.
