The architecture does not define what happens when a content rendered by the DCD Client Enabled Application contains links to other content and these are exercised. Are they fetched through the DCD Client or via a native fetch for that client, e.g. a HTTP get via port 80 if a browser is used. If the former how is the DCD Client Enabled Application supposed to know this?

Resolution: How a DCD-Enabled Client Application renders content or interacts with other applications on a device is out-of-scope of the DCD Enabler.

Since DCD content is opaque to the DCD Enabler, the method for the DCD-Enabled Client Applications to distinguish remote content references to be handled by DCD or other applications is out-of-scope for the Enabler and therefore is implementation-specific.

As mentioned in the responses, in general these questions relate to the handling of content by the DCD-Enabled Client Applications. Since that is itself out of scope, except where it relates to enabler facilities accessible via the DCD-CADE interface (e.g. to request content), an explanation of this is provided in the informative section that addresses the DCD-Enabled Client Applications. Note the current section is 5.5.1.2, but this contribution assumes that as proposed in OMA-CD-2006-0130-INP_ADRR_0821_Nr6_0822_Nr3, that section is moved to the informative section 4. This contribution proposes additional text for that section.
3 Detailed Proposal

CHANGE 1: Insert new text into section for “DCD-Enabled Client Application”:
How a DCD-Enabled Client Application renders content or interacts with other clients on a device is out-of-scope of the DCD Enabler, except for interaction with the DCD Enabler itself. Since DCD-Enabled Client Application behavior is out of scope, no assumptions can be made about how any specific DCD-Enabled Client Application determines that additional content requests should be made through the DCD Enabler, if required. However, available methods may include:
· Via content references in the application content, using a DCD-related URI scheme; In this case the DCD-related URIs must be associated the DCD Enabler, either by the DCD-Enabled Client Application or the device runtime component that maps URIs to handler clients.
Note: the feasibility of defining a DCD-standardized URI scheme for DCD Release 1.0 is TBD.
· Via application-specific metadata exchanged between the Content Providers and DCD-Enabled Client Applications; While this metadata is opaque to the DCD Enabler, the DCD Enabler does provide for its exchange along with application content. Such metadata may be used by Content Providers and DCD-Enabled Client Applications to define the rules for routing content references via the DCD Enabler, e.g.:
· Associating specific URI domains to the DCD Enabler
· Associating specific content types (e.g. as implied by filename “extensions” in URIs) to the DCD Enabler
· Other application-specific methods
