Document noted; Detailed discussion on this input; there are aspects of re-wording proposed in the input with respect to the definition of service and that push, in itself, is not a service. This point is further reflected in the removal of ‘Willingness’ from the AD.  In addition referencing IMSArch in certain circumstances was preferable to referencing 3GPP specifications directly. Also changes to definitions, abbreviations gained consensus. 
The input discussed alternate representations of the SIP/IP Core and a restructuring of the current AD document. Changing the representation of SIP/IP core from the current AD was NOT agreed.

 The basis of this discussions were centred around the P1 and P2 protocols whether they interface to end-points in core or whether in fact there is one protocol; If they do interface to the core is there a case for a P3/P4 protocol for presence as well.  The BAC Push group allocated a significant period of the meeting to this discussion however if an alternate approach to representing the SIP/IP core was taken then it would be in-consistent with other enablers. 
Agreement was reached on which aspects of the paper to include in the AD document. Further agreement was reached to bring to the attention of the architecture group the lengthy discussions on SIP/IP Core the BAC-Push group had undertaken and that guidance on representing the SIP/IP Core in an implementation independent manner may have short-cutted some of the discussions. 
It was requested by Orange (Philippe Lucas) that the chair from Openwave (Fergus Wills) was also a co-submitter of this document and as such may not be impartial. Fergus Wills pointed out that at all times he had sought to make this potential conflict of interest clear and that the group had been offered to re-consider who was chairing the meeting if any member company had considered the chair of the discussion was not acting impartially.  

Subsequent to the meeting on the Tue, the meeting on Wed asked the chair not to proceed with a formal request, on-going request to architecture group as the BAC Push group would not be re-visiting the architecture document.
