4. Summary
OMA Push 2.1 enabler was created from the Push related specifications inherited from the WAP Forum.
It is composed of 10 specification documents plus 4 DTDs that describe the technical details for the implementation of the capability to push content to compliant devices and even to assure the interoperability with legacy WAP Forum complain devices.
These protocols were defined from 1999 until 2005 when were packaged as an OMA enabler with the name OMA Push and with the version 2.1 in order to differentiate itself from WAP 2.0 although there are no significant change from WAP 2.0 Push.
The enabler reached the candidate stage in December 2005.

There is a big number of implementation in usage for some years now and so far no issues are known.
As per the new OMA process the specifications were under public review from the 20th of October 2010 up to the 20th of January 2011 without any comment being made. According to the OMA process after that period the enabler can be submitted for final approval.

For all the reasons above IOP BRO concludes that the enable can be moved to the approved release status.

· Note: Used to indicate the cause of the Inconclusive or Failed results.
