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1 Overview

This liaison is to respond to GSMA TSG’s liaison of 14th of June 2012 on the “minimal Wi-Fi capabilities of Terminals” and to provide feedback on the OMA Open Connection Manager API (OpenCMAPI) activity and additional future features related to Wi-Fi that will be covered by next release(s) of OpenCMAPI.

The Open Connection Manager API Work Item was formally agreed by OMA in February 2011. 
The Open CM API Enabler V1.0 has now been approved as candidate version (June 2012) and the published documents can be obtained from the following URL:

Work on the enabler OpenCMAPI v1.1 has now started. A new WID OpenCMAPI v1.1 (WID 0267) has been approved the 4th of July 2012 and assigned to the OpenCMAPI SWG under the CD WG on the 05th of July 2012.

The scope of OpenCMAPI is to develop and standardize a commonly supported set of connection management APIs:
· To allow operators, OEM/ODM or any application developers to develop Connection Manager Applications, user experience and services on top of the Connection Manager API independently of the device or the OS used. 

· To provide to any non Connection Manager Applications, dedicated information status on the connection, notifications and complementary services such as SMS, USSD, GNSS… in order to improve the quality of service and the user experience or to develop new innovative services.

· To make the APIs applicable to different types of devices requiring to access to data connectivity such as Mobile Broadband devices, Wireless routers, M2M / Embedded Modules, Smartphones, Tablets, Cloud Devices… in order to facilitate development of services for such devices.

We noted and we appreciated that in the document “Recommendations for Minimal Wi-Fi Capabilities of Terminals, Version 1.0”, OpenCMAPI is already referenced and recommended as a solution addressing some of the requirements.
The version 1.0 of OpenCMAPI was already supporting many functionalities that are relevant for the GSMA TSG on Wi-Fi including full support of WLAN and support of different EAP methods such as EAP SIM, AKA or AKA’ as well as information status and notifications related to the device or the connection. 

With the version 1.1, the intention is to improve v1.0 with additional features and among these improvements some will be related to Wi-Fi context such as full support of Hotspot 2.0 or support of Wi-Fi direct and of course some extensions of the information status and notifications functions. 

We believe that such improvements will provide additional value and answers to the work done by GSMA TSG Wi-Fi and will support additional future requirements that GSMA TSG will cover in the next phase. We would welcome the feedback from GSMA TSG Wi-Fi on OpenCMAPI current and future releases and the areas and topics related to Wi-Fi, OpenCMAPI should focus on to provide better value added to your activity.
2 Requested Action(s)
OMA CD WG would welcome any information or feedback from GSMA TSG Wi-Fi on any Open Connection Manager API related work such as:

· Current work done by OpenCMAPI and general expectations from GSMA TSG Wi-Fi on Connection management
· Priorities in the features/roadmap from the GSMA TSG Wi-Fi point of view

· Potential missing features that would be beneficial for Wi-Fi context and that OpenCMAPI should address
