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1 Overview

Recently, OMA MWG/MMSG has been discussing a problem in MMS specifications which leaves open how a multimedia message in the MMS Proxy-Relay could be rejected after it has been previously deferred. During the discussion, the delegates in MWG/MMSG expressed their view that this problem should be addressed in MMS specifications in the MMS Rel 6. / Rel C / OMA MMS 1.3 timeframe.

2 Proposal

The technical aspects of the possible solutions have been shortly discussed in OMA MWG/MMSG. In this regard, the OMA MWG/MMSG would like to express their initial view that for clarity the technical solution probably should not reuse the existing MMS PDUs.

3 Requested Action(s)

The OMA MWG/MMSG would like to suggest that 3GPP T2 and 3GPP2 TSG-X study the issue and launch the necessary activities to solve this problem in MMS Stage 2 specifications.
