Overview

3GPP2 TSG-C sent an LS to OMA MMSG dated 19 March 2004, in reply to the OMA LS “Speech codec selection for MMS”.

In the March 19 reply LS, TSG-C gave a status update and also asked a number of questions for clarification.  This LS is a response to these questions.

Proposal

This LS is a continuation of the original LS from OMA to 3GPP SA4 and 3GPP2 TSG-C (OMA-MMSG-2004-0026-LS-to-3GPPs-on-speech-codecs.doc).

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA MMSG is pleased to learn that 3GPP2 is investigating the requested action items. OMA MMSG is also happy that 3GPP2 is requesting the input of 3GPP SA4 regarding a recommended AMR mode for MMS and intends to collaborate with 3GPP SA4 on a  harmonized solution.

OMA MMSG is also pleased to learn that it is possible to revise the 3GPP2 C.S0045-0 “MMS Media Formats and Codecs” specification to include a recommended AMR mode, should such a recommendation be reached.

3GPP2 TSG-C asked about the rationale and drivers behind OMA MWG’s interest in choosing a default AMR mode, specifically mentioning:

· voice quality

· file size

· interoperability issues

· MMSC scalability due to transcoding

Within OMA MMSG, the main driver for a default AMR mode is to maximize the amount of voice per message size without unduly sacrificing quality, and also to provide for easier interoperability.  Other factors (such as increased MMSC scalability by reduced transcoding) are secondary benefits.
