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1 Reason for Change

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.3.5  Message Store

This logical entity provides persistent storage of messages in the network that may be accessed by the messaging servers and the MR to store and retrieve the message being sent. The messaging servers and the MR use the Message Store to implement their store-and-forwards behaviour. The Message Store should not be used as a communication channel between entities, i.e. a messaging server may not have access to the messages stored by the MR, and vice-versa.

5.3.6  Presence

This logical entity provides support for –

· Maintaining a list of all actual message services available for a user (e.g. a user is currently available via IM and MMS).

This logical entity may also provide support for –

· Central interface for information from user-profile for different messaging services.

	Reference point that supports address resolution functionality and provides the messaging server with translation of addresses to different formats

	Standard Transcoding Interface

	Reference point that supports the optional storage, retrieval, and maintenance of messages in a network based persistent storage. This reference point is considered to be an I2 interface in OSE terms (see [OSE] for details), i.e. it is a proprietary interface that is not standardized within OMA.

	Presence SIMPLE Interface.

	Messaging servers in separate networks
	Reference point internally specified by originating messaging service to transfer messages between servers in different networks.  This reference point is out of scope for this specification.
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
