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1 Overview

The OMA MWG IM group has requirements from interworking between the Instant messaging Enabler (IM) and SMS. 
Extract from the IM Requirements Document:

	IOP-6
	It should be possible for the IMS Messaging subscriber to send/receive messages to/ from subscribers of 3GPP defined messaging SMS services. 

Note: This requirement will be fulfilled only by referencing 3GPP’s specification (not a new work for the IM group.)


MWG IM has discussed the best method for implementing this requirement and has come to the conclusion that the requirements should be fulfilled by 3GPP and referenced by the OM IM enabler.

2 Proposal

MWG IM would like 3GPP SA1, SA2 and other impacted groups to consider developing this capability.
3 Requested Action(s)

3GPP is kindly requested to inform MWG IM what is the earliest time at which this capability can be developed. The IM technical Specification is in the process of being finalized and will be sent for consistency review in November 2006.
IOP Testing of this functionality is scheduled by Q2 2007.
