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1 Overview

The Liaison Statement sent by the Parlay TAC to OMA MWG requested to assess the review carried out by Parlay TAC of the existing OMA MWG MMS 1.3 Enabler release, and to provide any plans or interest with respect to service exposure, 3rd Party access and Value Added Service Provision. This Liaison Statement would like to provide the information requested.
2 Proposal

The OMA MWG reviewed the analysis made by Parlay TAC on the OMA MMS 1.3 Enabler release and is pleased to provide the following information:
· We confirm that the OMA MMS 1.3 Enabler itself specifies transactions between the MMS Client (at the end-user device) and the MMS Proxy-Relay only, and therefore transactions with Value-Added Service Providers (VASPs) are not directly addressed within this enabler.
· Please note however that the OMA MWG-MMS Sub-Working Group (MWG-MMSG) has been closely collaborating with 3GPP and 3GPP2 and is providing maintenance of their specifications (3GPP TS 23.140 and 3GPP2 X.S0016-200), which do specify transactions with VASPs. These specifications are currently in “frozen” status and no further development work is foreseen.

The OMA MWG also thanks the Parlay TAC for the references to the Parlay Multimedia Messaging API and Parlay X Multimedia Messaging Web Service specifications. We will inform you in due course should we have specific interests related to these specifications in the future.
Furthermore, please find below updates on Converged IP Messaging (CPM), SIP/SIMPLE IM and Mobile Email (MEM):

· Converged IP Messaging (CPM) Requirements Document <http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/REQ/REQ-CPM/Permanent_documents/OMA-RD-CPM-v1_0-20070618-D.zip> is expecting to complete requirements activity by September 2007. CPM has identified a number of requirements for Value Added Services; support of CPM-VAS-007 through 012 may be of particular interest to the Parlay Group. OMA MWG would welcome additional collaboration of these requirements after the supporting architecture has reached a more stable state. Currently, discussions on the supporting CPM Architecture are ongoing; OMA MWG would be happy to provide the Architecture Document once it becomes more stable.

· SIP/SIMPLE IM 1.0 Technical Specification <http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/MWG/IM/Permanent_documents/OMA-TS-SIMPLE_IM-V1_0-20070606-D.zip> is nearing completion for "candidate" approval.

· Mobile Email (MEM) Architecture Document <http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/MWG/MEM/Permanent_documents/OMA-AD-Mobile_Email-V1_0_0-20070614-D.zip> is also nearly complete.
