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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

This work item is created to develop specifications for an open standard to enable a Converged Address Book (CAB).

As telecommunications are evolving towards all-IP based networks, many innovative and flexible services emerge to facilitate peer-to-peer and community communications. Many are integrating a single, unified, address-book .In order to avoid market fragmentation a common standard is required. The aim is to utilize the existing specifications from IETF, OMA and capabilities of the 3GPP IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) as well as 3GPP2 Multimedia Domain (MMD) for enabling IP connections between mobile terminals. The interoperable technology resulting from this work will allow utilization of an address book by various types of terminals (e.g., mobile, PC based), services (e.g. MMS, IM, CPM), and networks.
The CAB combines the benefits of network backup for the address book locally stored in the user device with the addition of presence, service and communication information available for each contact.  The standard should consider the different business use cases for the Converged Address Book starting with private (personal) address books.
The scope of the work of CAB includes:

· The organization of addresses and group lists in a network based storage

· Allowing access from different network and services 

· Providing access and synchronization for various devices across IP networks.
· Provide interworking and integration with existing network based address books such as offered by the ISP Messaging and EMAIL services.

The requirements, architecture and technical specifications for the Converged Address Book should be derived and evolved from the CPM requirements on Converged Address Book (CAB). 

Description of proposed work

Alice wants:

· To be able to update (add/delete/modify entries) her Converged Address Book from any of the devices

· To propagate the changes to all her other devices

· To retrieve on the terminal the address book stored in the network (e.g. download it to an existing or a new device)

· To backup in the network of the local address book stored in the terminal

· To synchronize her Converged Address Book with all her devices

· To display other’s presence information in her terminal’s Address Book 

· To provide different levels of personal information have (e.g., public and/or private data), depending of the authorization these other users have.
· To update the contact information of others in her Address Book, automatically or upon request.

For Further Study: The CAB data structure should be backwards compatible with the existing vCard specifications supported in today’s terminals.

· Define the market requirements and expectations for generic Converged Address Book and demonstrate these requirements with high-level use cases.

· Define the requirements & architecture for Converged Address Book including enablers. Illustrate this architecture with more detailed use cases.

· Define detailed technical Specifications

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Service Impacts:

Enables users to backup their address books in the network, retrieve them from network storage, modify their content and share their own personal card information or updates to it with other contacts. The CAB enabler brings in the information on presence, service and communication preferences associated with each of the contacts in the Converged Address Book.
