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Dear Jerry,
Many Thanks for your liaison statement giving a response to our earlier LS regarding co-operation on developing application standards for mission critical broadband communications.
I apologise for the delay in sending a response but we held an extraordinary meeting of TCCE to discuss this very important matter which will affect our fundamental approach to standardization of critical broadband applications and services.
At the meeting, we also discussed the later proposition that was voiced at the 3GPP SA plenary, that instead of a two way co-operation on the application level standardization there would be a specialised group within 3GPP to work on this subject.  

The meeting felt that the way forward could best be discussed at the critical communications workshop in Montreal on 26/27th August.

ETSI TCCE would also like to reiterate that the overall purpose of co-operation either by the "3 SDO" model or by the formation of a specialised group within 3GPP is to provide a truly global standard for critical communications broadband services by the most efficient route and that this will probably be best achieved by the work being undertaken by contributions from expert groups however they are organized.  

Therefore we suggest that co-operation discussions are delayed until the workshop on the 26th 27th August
