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ETSI TC TCCE WG4 would like to thank OMA PCPS for the LS ‘Response to ETSI TCCE WG4 proposal for joint follow up working session’, and the positive response to working together further.

TC TCCE WG4 understands the need for completion of PCPS1.0, and the difficulty of attending WG4 on 21-23 October in Copenhagen given that need.  TC TCCE WG4 agrees to the suggestion of conference calls on 22 and 29 October from 13:00 to 15:00 UTC.  WG4 will already have a gotomeeting session running for our meeting 132 on 23 October, and it is probably simplest if OMA PCPS members dial into that.  We will provide details nearer the time.

TC TCCE WG4 would like to suggest two further possibilities for informal or more formal face to face meetings.  Some WG4 members intend to attend the 3GPP ‘mega-meeting’ 17-21 November in San Francisco, and if some OMA PCPS members will also be present, we propose holding an informal meeting during those meeting dates for those present.  We suggest Tuesday 18th and/or Wednesday 19th as provisional dates on which a meeting could be held, and have tentatively requested a room during those days.  This would also enable interested 3GPP members who are not members of OMA or ETSI TCCE to join.  The timing could be arranged to avoid conflict with topics of interest in 3GPP working groups as much as possible, and we will work with the SA1 and SA2 chairs to try and ensure this.

A second suggestion is to use the following TCCE meeting 133, scheduled to run 2-4 December in Cambridge, UK.  We can offer to host a joint meeting preferably Monday 1 December and/or Tuesday 2 December, understanding that earlier in the week may be more convenient to anyone who wishes to attend the 3GPP SA plenary meeting in the following week. 

Overall suggested agenda topics remain as in the previous LS:
· Overview of use cases and requirements from TCCE
· Overview of CCA architecture proposals
· Overview of PCPS 1.0 and aims for 2.0
· TCCE review of PoC as a basis for the CCA
The first call on 22 October could start with the second and fourth bullets, so that we can understand the similarities and differences between OMA PoC and the proposals currently under discussion in WG4.

TC TCCE WG4 looks forward to future joint working with OMA PCPS, and agrees that a joint contribution into the newly formed 3GPP SA6 will be the most efficient means of meeting the needs of the critical communications community.  We look forward to a response on the two potential face to face meeting possibilities.
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
