i. Undo operations (proposed)
1. CAB User sends Undo request to rollback the version right before the current version of PCC
2. PCC App. Usage updates the target PCC to rollback the version what the CAB User wants undo.
3. When CAB User wants to undo again, repeat the step 1 and step 2.

Is this bullet necessary because the PCC Server is already aware of the previous etag? Please clarify.

As specified in OMA-COM-CAB-2012-0174-CR_TS_XDMS_AI_009, the PCC App. Usage can roll back to the version right before the current version based upon the <current-etag> element since the PCC Server is already aware of the previous version (the target of undo) as you mentioned. 

I think the main use of <back-to-etag> is to let the XDMS know the version that the user really wants to restore.

Change 1:  Edits to section 6.2
6.2 Personal Contact Card (PCC) Management

The CAB Client SHALL format the requests for CAB User’s PCC document management as described in the [XDM Core] sub-clause 6.1.1 “Document Management” with the following clarifications:

· It SHALL populate the AUID of the XCAP URI with “org.openmobilealliance.cab-pcc” application usage for the PCC, as defined in [CAB 1.1 XDMS].  
When undoing a deleted PCC Document, the CAB Client SHALL make an XDCP Request containing an XDCP Document an as described in the [XDM Core] sub-clause5.4.2 “XDCP Document” with the following clarifications:
1) SHALL include a <restore> element as child element of the <request> element. The <restore> element;
a)  SHALL have a “type” attribute with the value set to “undo” to indicate the request is intended to perform undo operation to rollback the version right before the current version of PCC Document;
b) SHALL include the <current-etag> element containing the value of the E-Tag of the PCC Document the CAB Client currently possesses; and
c) SHALL NOT include <back-to-etag>  element containing the E-Tag value of PCC Document which is requested to restore to.
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
