The CAB Server SHALL support the procedures described in the following sub clauses.

The Interworking function SHALL support the following procedures, described in the sub clauses below:
· Interaction with non-CAB AB system(s)
· Contact Search with External Directories
· Format adaptation (between CAB and Legacy Formats)
5.4.1 Interaction with non-CAB AB Systems
The requests to import contact(s) from non-CAB AB systems into CAB, SHALL be retrieved from the CAB XDMS [CAB XDMS]. This is accomplished either by document management operations or subscribing to changes to XML document containing the “import non-CAB” requests in CAB XDMS [CAB XDMS]. The retrieval is performed via the Trusted XDMC (see sub clause 5.6 “Trusted XDMC”).
The Interworking Function SHALL use the access parameters supplied in the “import non-CAB” requests to obtain access to the non-CAB AB systems and retrieval of the non-CAB AB data. 
The imported non-CAB AB data SHALL be stored in the AB XDMS [CAB XDMS] via Trusted XDMC (see sub clause 5.6 “Trusted XDMC”), subject to CAB User’s preferences XML documents [CAB XDMS], subsequent to transforming the imported data into CAB data format via procedures described in sub clause 5.4.3 “Format Adaptation”

User interactions for conflict resolution arisen between imported contacts and AB data is FFS.
